o Review and approve management’s appointment and termination of the Organization’s Director
of Internal Audit;

. Review plans and budgets associated with the internal audit function to determine that audit

objectives, plans, financial budgets, and schedules provide for adequate support of the Audit
Committee’s goals and objectives;

. Require the Director of Internal Audit to prepare a written report on an annual basis describing
the scope and results of internal audit procedures;
. Discuss with the Director of Internal Audit and the external audit firm the reliability of the

Organization’s information technology system and any specific security measures in protecting
the Organization against fraud and abuse;

. Meet regularly with the Organization’s general counsel to discuss legal matters that may have a
significant impact on the Organization.

The Committee shall meet on a regular basis and call special meetings as deemed necessary in
fulfilling the responsibilities described in this Charter.
